Mastering Number

Children in FS2 and KS1 are being taught maths slightly differently this year. They still have a
daily lesson from Power Maths but also have a 20-minute number lesson each day to really
‘master’ what number means. We would like to invite Y1/2 parents to come and join the children
for this fast-paced session on Monday 15t December. To try to be helpful to parents, we have
changed the time that day to 2.50pm. Please come along to see what they do!

Walking Home

Now that it is darker, we recommend collecting your child whenever possible. We only let Y5/6
children walk home alone. If they are walking, please add Hi-Viz to coats and bags, so they can
easily be seen. Always cross safely with the crossing patrol on Station Road, or by the railings on
Southfield Lane, as these areas are well lit. Younger children may not go home without an adult.

Uniform

This is a reminder that now it is much cooler the children should come to school each day with a
waterproof coat. Many children wear gloves and a hat as well. Please label as much as possible
as many are very similar to others.

Children are still expected to come to school in their full uniform each day, as per the home school
agreement, and have a pair of named wellies left in school for playtimes. Please ensure uniform is
in line with our uniform policy which can be found under the ‘Parents’ tab on our website. We do
have some second hand uniform available and if you need something please ask at the office or
speak to Mrs Boldero-Gray who will be able to help.

Breakfast Club

Our Breakfast Club provision continues each morning in the hall. It is run by our own school staff.

Please walk your children down the driveway to the hall doors and sign them
in. It can be paid for using our online payment system for the week or the
days that you use the provision. Prices are as follows: -

£3.00 from 8am or £2.50 from 8am if your child is entitled to free school
meals.

£3.50 from 7.45am or £3.00 from 7.45am if your child is entitled to free school meals.

Children are provided with cereals, fruit, toast and a drink of juice, milk or water. They are then
encouraged to play with friends, take part in crafts, take part in simple activities, games etc.

PE & Swimming

Swimming remains on a Tuesday for Y5 children only and starts this week for the next 5 weeks.
For outdoor PE, children will need to come in black or blue joggers/leggings and a white/blue plain
t-shirt and jumper/cardigan or plain black or blue track suit top with dark outdoor trainers. School
sweatshirts are fine. For indoor PE, children will need black or blue shorts and a white/blue plain t-
shirt with plimsolls or indoor trainers. Children may come with joggers over the top of shorts or
bring their shorts to put on later. Please note that branded sportswear, football kits or clothes with
logos or picture are not suitable - thank you! We do have some spare kit in school and children
may be asked to wear spare kit if they repeatedly do not have correct PE kit.

The first big event of this year was the Colour Run. Thank you to all who came to this amazing
event and supported the children to have a lovely fun time! Also, children have taken part in
competitions for both girls’ and boys’ football, achieving really well and in the cross-country event.
We are so proud of everyone who represents our school!

Medical Needs & Allergies

Please inform us immediately if your child has any new medical needs. Children who require
inhalers for asthma must leave these in a bag in school and a medical form must be completed by
parents/carers in the school office. All regular medications need to be signed in with the office prior
to them being administered. Children must not have medicines in their bags under any
circumstances.

We do have children in school with severe nut allergies. For this reason, no-one may bring any
food to school which contain nuts. This means peanut butter, chocolate spread and certain cereal
and chocolate bars. Staff will contact you if children have these items in their lunch boxes. Please
help us to keep all the children safe!
